Dear Parents and Carers,

I am delighted to share with you the outcome of the school inspection that took place on Wednesday 23rd of October 2024 – a Statutory Inspection of Anglican and Methodist Schools (SIAMS), in which Clapham and Patching CofE Primary School received the highest judgment possible. 
In a similar way to Ofsted inspections, all Church of England schools are visited regularly to explore ways in which each school’s theologically rooted Christian vision drives its work and enables the school to live up to its foundation as a Church school.
This is explored through different inspection questions;
· How does the school’s theologically rooted Christian vision enable pupils and adults to flourish?
· How does the curriculum reflect the school’s theologically rooted Christian vision?
· How is collective worship enabling pupils and adults to flourish spiritually?
· How does the school’s theologically rooted Christian vision create a culture in which pupils and adults are treated well?
· How does the school’s theologically rooted Christian vision create an active culture of justice and responsibility?
· Is the religious education curriculum effective?
As part of the process, the inspector looked in detail at each of the inspection questions, the academic progress of pupils, the relationships within school and with the wider school community, opportunities for all members of the school community to explore their spirituality, and our impact as global citizens. The inspector needed to have robust evidence that the school meets the required standard in all of the inspection questions.   
On the day, the Inspector met with key stakeholders including pupils, staff, parents and governors; observed lessons, assemblies and collective worship and spent time with the children during breaks and lunch. 
Our report clearly demonstrates the wonderful culture and ethos that we have all created at Clapham and Patching Cof E Primary School, and I am incredibly proud of our whole school community for achieving such glowing feedback.

I would like to extend a huge thank you to all our hard-working staff at school who care deeply about our children; they know our children exceptionally and support them in so many ways every day. To the South Downs Education Trust, Rev Helena and our governors who have worked tirelessly and effortlessly to support our whole school community to flourish as a family. To all our children who strive to be the best they can be every day and to all of you; especially the parents/carers and children who spoke to the SIAMS inspector during the inspection process.
I have attached the published report for you all to read at your leisure. It is will also be on the school website and the SIAMS website respectively for parents, carers and the wider community to access. In these busy times, it is nice to have the opportunity to reflect on ‘the bigger picture’.
I really do feel exceptionally privileged and humbled to work with such an amazing school community.  I feel very lucky to have daily opportunities to share celebrations of learning and progress, and I am incredibly proud that our culture and ethos of nurturing ‘the whole child’ has been recognised and validated by the external inspection process. 
Clapham and Patching Primary School truly is a place where we ‘Learn, Love and Flourish with God’.
